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EDITOR'S NOTE

In the spring of 1920, Lithuanian women voted in elections to the Lithuanian parlia-
ment, the Constituent Assembly (Steigiamasis Seimas), for the first time, and, contra-
ry to previous practice, were elected to the parliament. A hundred years later, in
September 2020, perhaps for the first time in Lithuania, a conference on women'’s
roles and experiences, a topic that used to be of interest mainly to gender studies
experts and advocates for equal opportunities, brought together military and social
historians, united in their desire to talk about the multiple links that can be defined
between the two concepts of ‘women’ and ‘war’.

The articles published in this thematic collection grew out of some of the papers
presented at the conference, which are now available to readers in an expanded
and revised form.

The 11 articles and the source publication included in the collection do not claim to
provide all the answers about the role of women in war in Lithuanian history. Rather,
they show, but by no means exhaust, the possibilities for developing this topic.

I would like to thank the authors of the articles and the main organisers of the con-
ference, Lina Motuziené (Thomas Mann Cultural Centre) and Vytautas Jokubauskas
(Klaipéda University), who contributed to this initiative. The fourth event in the series
of conferences on military history in Nida was made possible by the support of the
Lithuanian Council for Culture, and the hospitality of Neringa Museums.
