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EDITOR'S NOTE

The emergence of this collection of articles was influenced by the centenary and the at-
tempts to reconsider what we remember today, a hundred years later, and which out-
come of the year 1918 we emphasise when describing its importance to people who
lived on the eastern shore of the Baltic Sea. Did the year mean mainly the end of the First
World War in the region? Was it above all the beginning of new political entities? Or was it
an episode in the endless, long-lasting and continuously renewed state of war?

Some of the articles in the collection are based on papers presented at the 4th Congress
of Lithuanian Historians, which took place in Kaunas, Lithuania, in September 2017. Most
of the articles were written for this book, and are published here for the first time.

Authors from Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania and Poland were brought together by Vytau-
tas Jokubauskas for this undertaking.
