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PREFACE

In the third issue of the journal this year, as always, articles in the field of social sciences are published.
The context is quite broad, from the analysis of international situations to city-level research. Quite a lot of
research attention is focused on young people this time, discussing the different generations and learning,
inviting them to stay in rural areas, and teacher leadership issues in order to help create better educational
content. The maritime theme is analysed by the authors I. Bartuseviciené, M. Kitada and E. Valioniené, who
invite students to take into account generational differences when teaching, while A. Timonina-Mickeviciené
invites us to read about sailing as a factor in sustainable maritime tourism. An interesting article about
financial infidelity and the relationship between borrowing habits is offered by A. Zoniené and L. Jociiiteé.
The influence on the banking system of a central bank's digital currency is discussed by A. Sapkauskiené and
I Prialgauskaité. At the same time, R. Ciegis and Z. Drabavicius extend their analysis of F. A. Von Hayek's
work, revealing the business cycle theory. M. Macikas analyses the reasons for the growth of the power of the
People’s Republic of China using two theories, Constructivism and Realism. There is another article in the
field of youth education by L. Zukauskiené and A. Labanauskas, analysing the links between teacher leader-
ship and the educational process in pro-gymnasiums. The choice of young people to live and work in rural
areas is analysed by V. Atkociiiniené and G. Simkiené. Somewhat different is the article by I. Normantiené
analysing the reasons for and the trends in employee lay-offs in Lithuania; but if you know the reasons for
the dismissal, it is likely you will be more likely to find another job. Happy reading.
