N. Ozdamar, U. Icme discuss the issues of anxiety management of distance learners, while N. Strazdiene, G. Tolutiené analyze
the issues of children’s emotional health education. V. Jameljanova, D. Verkulevicité-Kriukiené discussed the challenges of
sustainable development facing the coastal city of Klaipéda, when 1. Kavecké, J. Pauzuoliené analyzed the aspects of using
advanced technologies in the development of green logistics, and V. Kruhlov, V. Moroz, D. Tereshchenko analyzed ecological
innovations in the formation of sustainable management policies. I hope that even the most discerning reader will find an inter-

esting area for himself/herself. This issue of the journal publishes articles that were selected after the international conference
in the course of the project “Digital Challenge in Higher Education Institutions” No. 2022-1-1T02-KA220-HED-000087029.
