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PREFACE

Understanding the need for
communication, both at the organisational and the state level, is only possible with a knowledge of the target
audience. Therefore, we invite you to familiarise yourself with youth-related issues from Sweden, the Russian
Federation, Lithuania and Poland (Straksiené, Batuchina), and internal communication research within the
organisation (Pikturnaité, Pauzuoliené).
