Anotacija

Straipsnyje tiriamos XVI a. portretinés miniataros bei Reformacijos jtaka portretiniy mi-
niatitry formoms, stilistikai, vaizdavimo technikai. Portretiniy miniatitiry atsiradimas, jy
bruozai ir savybiy unikalumas analizuojami to laiko politiniy, socialiniy ir kultariniy ju-
déjimy kontekste.

PAGRINDINIAI ZODZIATI: portretiné miniatitira, Reformacija, angly menas, privatus gy-
venimas.

Abstract

The appearance of portrait miniature is traditionally dated back to the 16th century when
the miniature became a portrait genre. The Reformation processes occurring in Europe at
the time also influenced the genesis of forms, technique and style of portrait miniatures.
This paper focuses on the factors (related to the Reformation) which affected the formation
of new images embodied in H. Holbein’s and N. Hilliard’s works. The rise of the portrait
miniature as a new type of portrait, its features, and uniqueness of its properties are ex-
plained through the study of certain political, social, and cultural aspects of the Reforma-
tion movement in the context of English art.

THE ROLE OF THE REFORMATION IN THE
DEVELOPMENT OF THE PORTRAIT MINIATURE

Summary

The appearance of portrait miniature is traditionally dated back to the
16th century, though the background for this specific type of portrait can
be found both in the history of medal-making and in the medieval illumi-
nated manuscripts. But it was the 16th century which saw the flowering of
miniature as a portrait genre, caused mainly by the strengthening of secu-
larism in art. The Reformation processes occurring in Europe at the time
also influenced the genesis of forms, techniques, and styles of portrait
miniatures. This paper focuses on the factors (related to the Reformation)
which affected the formation of the miniature, the English miniature in
particular. New images and new perspectives of a model were embodied
in the works of such artists as Hans Holbein and Nicholas Hilliard. The
rise of the portrait miniature as a new type of portrait, its features, and
uniqueness of its properties are explained through the study and analysis
of certain political, social, and cultural aspects of the Reformation move-
ment, their contradictions, and combinations in the art of the Early Mod-
ern England.
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
