Anotacija

Straipsnyje analizuojami ukrainieciy (Umanés srities) vestuviy paprociai, jy strukttra ir
turinys bei regioninés ypatybés. Pazyméta, kad $io regiono vestuviy paprociai ir folkloras
iSsaugojo keliy karty ar net epohy pozymius. Sitlomi vestuviy paprociy ir fokloro teksty
gaivinimo ir grazinimo budai.

Abstract

The author of the article deals with the nature of Ukrainian marriage ceremony and con-
tent of its main components. Regional differences of historical Uman wedding was in-
vestigated and revealed its educational potential. It was noted that Uman wedding with
its songs accompaniment included a layering of many ages, the echoes of old ideas and
beliefs, heathen symbols. The author proved that wedding had in its meaning high moral
and ethical ideals of the people that included experience of many generations. The main
task of the research is restoration and revival in youth-wedding ritual customary traditions,
and most importantly, wedding texts with their deep educational content.

WEDDING RITUALS OF HISTORICAL
UMAN REGION: ORIGINAL MEANING
AND EDUCATIONAL POTENTIAL

Summary

Wedding rituals are one of the most persistent and complicated com-
ponents of traditional household and spiritual culture of Ukrainian people,
vivid indicator of their ethnic identity. It traced the echoes of the ancient
world, the remnants of archaic ideas, social and family relations, which
were formed in different historical periods.

The author of the article deals with the nature of Ukrainian marriage
ceremony and content of its main components. Regional differences of
historical Uman wedding was investigated and revealed its educational
potential. It was noted that Uman wedding with its songs accompaniment
included a layering of many ages, the echoes of old ideas and beliefs, hea-
then symbols. The author proved that wedding had in its meaning high
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moral and ethical ideals of the people that included experience of many
generations.

G. Cavelin suggested the idea that the wedding in ancient times was a
part of a famous heathen festival, from which it received its religious con-
secration. Then they separated it from annual holiday and it became real
holiday by itself. M. Sumtsov believed that at the ancient times the wed-
ding celebration was dedicated to the time of celebrating the birth of the

sun. O. Potebnia at work “Crossing the water as presentation of marriage”

noted that according to Aryan beliefs, traces of which we can see in Slavs,
the ultimate cause of human birth and marriage is marriage and the birth
of celestial beings: Sun, Moon and Stars.

Divine essence of marriage was not lost with the advent of Christianity,
heathen gods were changed on Christian God and the saints.

The proof of that we can see from the texts of wedding songs, ritual
verbal formulas at the wedding, collected on the territory of historical
Uman region, very often refers to the Christian God, the Virgin Mary,
angels and others.

Due to the religious bases, humanistic and pedagogical content, wed-
ding songs of historic Uman region were kept for many centuries, passed
from the previous generation and the next and that is why they have sur-
vived (older women still sing them in villages).

Wedding poetry of historical Uman region with its respect for mother,
with cult of motherhood, respect for parents, brothers, sisters, members
of the community had reached high moral force and moral purity. Ethno
pedagogical content of wedding songs of the region is in that they summa-
rize transition newlyweds in a new stage of life, determine their responsi-
bilities to each other and children in the newly created family. Such songs
marked by lyricism, psychological, subtly portray the state of the bride,
her longing for her youth and virginity.

We have the priority to recover and return to full functioning life
among young people all the best of folk-wedding ritual customary tradi-
tions, and most importantly, wedding texts with their high humanistic,
moral and ethical orientation and emotional and psychological mood.
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
